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Summary

Floating in the air must have been everyone’ s dream for at least
once. This shoe display is an exciting image of the future.
Electromagnet repulsion is used to float the shoes in the air.The
eco-friendly special rubber used in the shoes can stretch 7 times
more. Not only is this exciting, but this may be applied to nursing
care scenes where those with weak legs can be supported.

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Hat that Changes ‘Air’
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Summary

In Japanese, the word ‘air’ also holds the meaning of “atmosphere’.
This hat can change its shape freely to fit the human head perfectly.
Just looking at this hat can make one feel excited. This color-changing
rubber material has no visible seams and yet is stitched to fit
comfortably on any head. This skilled technique comes from years of
experience in making berets. The motif of this design is a fertilized
egg. At this point, when the difference in gender does not show, life
is surrounded by purity, equality and possibility. We wish that this hat
can change the “air’ so that the future can be overflown with smiles.

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Summary

This cute, round monument is known in Osaka as ‘Billiken”. Billiken, god
of “things as they ought to be’ has a deep connection with Osaka’s textile
cluster ‘Semba’. He is transformed into a cupid to watch over happiness,
abundance and encounters. The monument and clothes were designed
by the students of OSAKA INSTITUTE OF FASHION. ‘Billiken” is wearing
kimono material by Marujyu.CO.,Ltd which is made from ‘air’, along with
synthetic leather by TAIYO SHOUTEN CO.,LTD which is made from
inedible rice . The design on the synthetic leather was printed using
HOKKO CO.LTD. ‘s waterless and eco-friendly technology. The
monument was designed using 30 model data by ROICE
ENTERTAINMENT INC. and was created using modeling technology
under the support of FES Inc., FIELD CLUB INC., Matsushita Kobo Inc.,
Marine Float Co., Ltd., and Kansai Art and Molding Association.
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Kimono made from Air
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This Kimono is a traditional Japanese garment made by ‘silk and
air’. ‘POM (polyoxymethylene) fiber” is synthetic resin made
from components in the air, woven by delicate traditional
techniques. Silk has historically been sustainable as there are
no unnecessary parts, and it has also been effective for beauty.
The patterns are designed by the young students. Harmonizing
traditional and modern techniques, the baton of manufacturing

will be passed to the next generation.
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Eco-friendly synthetic leather
derived from inedible rice
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This synthetic leather is made from inedible rice which was made
in Fukushima Prefecture, where the rice fields have ceased
cultivation due to the wake of the Great East Japan Earthquake.
The printed patterns are designed by the students of the
OSAKA INSTITUTE OF FASHION and the flowers on the dress are
printed by HOKKO Co., LTD.The print processing is waterless,
which prevents water pollution. By harmonizing synthetic leather
and print processing, you can also enjoy eco-friendly fashion.

This was
born from a humorous idea ‘Let’s make Osaka filled with
greenery.Then what if human beings wear plants?” The display uses
‘Moist Fiber®" which is a patent fiber. Momotanijuntenkan, a
long-established cosmetics manufacturer blended lotion ingredients
inside the Rayon which was made into fabric by TOKI SEN-I.
TOKI-SEN-I manufactures textile which is friendly to both the
environment and to humans. This material is friendly to the
environment as it is made to return to the earth. In the exhibition, we
also displayed a mini game using spatial projection. Here, you can
experienced how the ‘Moist Fiber®" gave positive effect to the skin.
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Summary

In this video, you can experience future life by enjoying scents
alongside sounds and motion pictures. By standing in the
designated place, you can experience a scent coming from a
‘fruit” made by thread.

Under the conventional technology, when scents were switched,
the previous scent still existed and prevented the next scent
which made it difficult to change scents on real time. What made
this possible is the digital scent control technology which can
deliver scents in 0.1 seconds and perfuming technology called
‘single notes’. ‘Single notes’ can only correspond to a limited
number of ingredients, so a skilled perfumer will be required to
create a fragrance that shows a rich range of expressions. The
fragrance will express not only the magnificence of Japan’s
nature, but also words that can touch your heart, traditional
craftsmanship and casual moments of everyday life. Such beauty
will be expressed through fragrance, which is a special part of
fashion; to express oneself and to enrich our hearts in the future.
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These objects imitate sea turtles. Every year, a total of 8 million
tons of plastic waste is causing marine pollution worldwide. The
displayed turtles are made from paper material ‘' MAGNATURE®”
developed by Omikenshi Co.,Ltd. which is 100% cellulose. This
material is nature-friendly and can decompose under the sea. It is
oil repellent and has a similar function to plastic which can be used
for food containers and packing materials.

The name ‘Plas-shima Taro” comes from “plastic” and “Urashima
Taro” which is a title of a Japanese folktale. This folktale is about a
young fisherman named Urashima Taro. He saved a tortoise that
was being tortured by human beings, and the tortoise took him to
a beautiful castle in the ocean. When he decided to return to the
land, he was given a treasure box which he had promised never to
open. But, because he could not overcome his desire, he turned
into an old man once he opened the box. These objects were made
with hope to give an opportunity to rethink about marine pollution.

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Summary

‘Origami cranes’ are symbols of peace. Conflicts still continue
worldwide and ‘origami cranes’ are sent from all over the world to
Hiroshima, Nagasaki and Okinawa, praying for peace. After the
‘origami cranes’ were displayed for a certain period of time, they
have been recycled into threads and are remade into rayon material
by Omikenshi Co.,Ltd. (‘Origami rayon’®). The inner side of the
material ‘Moist Fiber®’, contains moisturizer which is friendly to
both humans and the environment. The young designers from
Matsuo International Coporation designed the ‘Clothes of hope’
with a meaning to pass peace to the next generation. In the video,
a young girl wearing a recycled dress is holding a rose wishing for
peace. Please enjoy the scent of rose adapted to the video.
