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A business district that brings history and style together in the center of the City of Water
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Hommachibashi Bridge is the oldest existing
bridge in the city of Osaka. It is believed to
have originally been built when Tycoon
Hideyoshi constructed Osaka Castle. While
there are no regularly scheduled boats
embarking from this pier, charter boats can be
arranged.
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This museum traces the history of 105
entrepreneurs working in Osaka after the Meiji
period. Unprecedented in Japan, this unique
museum conveys the entrepreneurial spirit of
pioneers such as Tomoatsu Godai, Konosuke
Matsushita, and Ichizo Kobayashi to the next
generation.
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The area, lined with classic architecture shows
the refined, classical face of Osaka. Built
between the Meiji period and the beginning of
the Showa period, these buildings house
cafes and apparel shops, exuding an
old-fashioned charm.
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The area, known as Kitahama Terrace, along
the Tosabori River from Yodoyabashi to
Tenjinbashi teems with many people day and
night. Enjoy the riverside with all of your senses
as the cool breeze blows across the river.

Sakaisuji-Hommachi, where the Osaka
Metro Chuo Line and the Sakaisuji Line
meet, is situated in the heart of Osaka. To
the north is Doshomachi, occupieduby.

These two historical parts of
town are alive with the spirit of Osaka’ s
merchants, who have practiced their trade
here since long ago.

With
both its business side and festive side, this
district is appropriately known as the heart
of Osaka, the City of Water.
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This historical, Neo-Renaissance structure
designated as an important national cultural
property is a leading art and cultural facility
available for rent.

The
site celebrated its 100th anniversary in 2018.
